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AMBLE RAISED BED
ALLOTMENTS -
REGULATIONS FOR USE


As a tenant of a raised bed you are a member of a community enterprise which can only function well if all members take responsibility for looking after the shared facilities as well as their own cultivated beds. 
The Agreement signed is subject to the following Conditions:

1. The tenancy agreement will be for 1 year with an option on renewal to extend or swop bed size if another is available. A waiting list will be operated.
2.  Charges for the year, when applicable, must be paid in advance by the end of January. If not paid in full 4 weeks after this date the tenancy will automatically cease. 
3. In the interests of communal harmony and co-operation it is important that tenants do not interfere with anyone else’s assigned bed or their property and only offer advice or assistance when requested.
4. A tenant may not sub-let, assign or part with possession of the bed or any part of it. No- one, other than immediate family members or other raised bed tenants, may assist in working the bed.
5. All tenants must ensure the number of the plot is clearly visible so as to make the bed easily identifiable.
6. Beds may only be used for personal use- only growing vegetables, fruit and a small amount of flowers. Plot holders may not sell their produce for commercial gain.
7. All tenants shall keep plots clean and free from weeds and in a good state of cultivation and fertility (at least 75% cultivated) and in good condition so that it does not adversely affect anyone else’s area. 
8. Any waste composting on site must be done using the receptacle provided. On no account must weeds or non degradable material be placed there- if in doubt, ASK.
9.  The tenant shall not keep any livestock on the raised bed site without the prior express written consent of Amble Town Council (Hereinafter, “ATC”). 
10. No large structures are permitted on individual beds apart from cold frames/cloches. 
11. Dogs are allowed on the site but they must be kept on a lead which is staked or fastened near the tenant's bed, and kept under control at all times. They must not be allowed to be a nuisance to other plot holders. Any fouling must be bagged and removed by the owner.
12. The tenant must not erect fencing of any kind around the beds or in their vicinity.
13. The tenant shall not, without express written consent of ATC take, sell or carry away any mineral, sand, clay, earth or materials which form part of the communal area.  Materials taken to the raised bed area should be appropriate to the cultivation of crops: the dumping or temporary storage of waste materials is not permitted.
14. The tenant shall also ensure that no part of the raised bed represents any hazard to the public beyond those normally associated with allotments. 
15. Please treat pests or diseases organically if possible. The use of chemicals, or hazardous materials other than commercially available products approved for gardening is not permitted. If pesticides or other chemicals are used, use them sparingly and make sure they do not encroach on anyone else’s area.
 
16. Water butts are on site. Please use rain water whenever possible; however tenants are permitted to use the water supply for the cultivation of crops when necessary. Tap water charges will be divided pro rata bed size. The water may not be left running when the tenant is not present, for example in a sprinkler system. Please encourage everyone to be economical and remember- DO NOT water others' beds unless requested to do so.
17. All non compostable waste and refuse to be taken away and not left on site. No bonfires or burning of rubbish will be allowed at any time due to safety concerns.
18. All tenants must help maintain communal areas including keeping them free of weeds and obstructions. Buildings such as sheds must be kept clean and tidy. 
19. Community tools and equipment must be kept clean, properly maintained, replaced in the shed and not removed from site. Clearly mark your own tools, equipment or materials if leaving in the communal shed.
20. The planting of small bushes, shrubs, fruits, flowers in pots around the site is permitted provided they are well maintained.
21. Tenants are required to keep noise to a minimum and be considerate of the tenants of adjacent raised beds and allotments in the area. 
22. Raised Bed plots will be inspected regularly and where the bed is not being satisfactorily cultivated a reminder notice will be sent. After a further reminder on that or a subsequent occasion, and where the bed is still not satisfactorily cultivated or maintained a notice ending the tenancy will be issued.
23. The tenancy of the Raised Bed shall terminate:
	        a.	upon the death of a tenant; or 
              b. upon 1 month's written notice by a tenant or 
	        c. It may also be terminated by ATC after four weeks’ written notice:
· where the tenant  is not duly observing and/or carrying out the terms of the Tenancy ; or
· The tenant fails to pay any monies due in the aforementioned time scale; or
·  where the tenant becomes bankrupt or compounds with creditors.
d. The tenancy may also be terminated by Amble Town Council by the giving in writing of three months’ notice which allows the lifting of growing crops. 

Suggestions for improvements are welcome and can be notified to ATC Town Clerk.




 Amble Town Council is not liable to loss or injury by accident, fire, theft or damage of any structures, tools, plants or contents on its raised bed area. 

Tenants shall report any incidents of theft and vandalism to the police and Amble Town Council. 

Any dispute between tenants should be brought to the attention of Amble Town Council Clerk who will seek to resolve it.
